Qanda Water Supply Scheme - 5 villages

Minga Water Supply Scheme — 8 villages

The Qanda Water Supply Scheme (WSS)
in the Tsolo district, which falls under the
jurisdiction of the O R Tambo District
Municipality, completed a year of
successful operation in February 2001.

Construction of the project started in
November 1999 after the completion of
the planning and design phase.

Since Amanz’abantu specialises in
delivery of water projects on a turnkey
basis, all the work preceding construction
— including institutional and
social development, design and
geohydrological investigations
— was done in-house in the
same way as construction,
operations and maintenance
are done.

During the various phases of
the project, employment was
created. In total the number of
jobs created was approximately
100 in any one given month, mainly
during the construction of the scheme.
The income accruing to the workers is
estimated at R250 0000 during this time.

The nature of the jobs ranged from

social consultants to emerging contractors

and operators, all of whom were drawn
from the villages covered by the scheme.
The latter group actually operate the
scheme, working closely with the local
water services provider (WSP), also
appointed by the villagers.

The Qanda WSS covers five villages and
serves about 4 649 people. It operates on
a pre-paid metre standpipe system.

The people in this area formerly had to
draw water from unsanitary sources and
walk long distances for their water.

The community was very supportive

during construction of the project, even
during delays due to the finalisation of
electricity supply on site.Their hard work
paid off and now they have access to
clean and disinfected water within the
200-metre distance prescribed by RDP
standards.

Amanz’abantu ensures that there is
skills training and transfer to the
communities, which are encouraged to
own the scheme in order to effectively
sustain it.

The spin-offs of this
development are evident in the
control and prevention of disease
and the accompanying savings in
health and medical expenditure.

Ultimately the scheme will be
transferred to the OR Thambo
District Municipality, which is to
act in the role of water services
authority (WSA).

Minga Water Supply Scheme

The Minga Water Supply Scheme covers
eight villages in the Tsolo district and
serves about 11 700 people. It is made up
of seven smaller independent schemes.

Although access during the construction
phase was hampered by wet weather and
deteriorating road conditions, the R13,3m
project was completed on schedule and
commissioned in August 2000.

The scheme operates on a flat rate tariff
system at standpipes in the villages.

® |n both the Qanda and Minga Water
Supply Schemes,Amanz’abantu acted as
project implementing agent (PIA) for the
Department of Water Affairs and Forestry
under its Build, Operate, Train and
Transfer (BoTT) programme.
